The procedure only takes 5 to 15 minutes, 
however, you should allow for 2 hours in-office on the 
day of treatment.

Most patients return to work and normal 
activities the next day.

• Are at least 18 years old 

• Are nearsighted, farsighted or have astigmatism 

• Are in general good health with no conditions 
affecting the eye 

• Have a stable vision prescription for at least one year
